18 yr olds don’t need BTW.
How many students would be interested? Is it cost effective?
Do we have someone licensed to teach it? Casie Hammel's husband
is licensed? Offer in summer only?

e Would need to charge something for the behind the wheel portion,

which would be expensive to offer.

Pike will draft questions.

End of Course Survey Results

Notes:

e Participation in the survey increased overall for S2 after some
implementation changes were made.

e Pacing--overall, students think pacing is just right.

e Tech Issues: top 10 classes with issues, Brenda reached out to
several of them to discuss ways to improve. But even with these
courses, it was a relatively small number of students impacted.

e Open ended answers: not helpful for teachers to see the comments.
Intended for the designers. Specific comments were followed up with
individually.
